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FOREWORD

Annual international student scientific conferences have become a fine
tradition of the European Humanities University. This volume contains the
proceedings of yet another, 16th, conference that took place in Vilnius in 2014.
Like the 2013 conference, it addressed the theme «Humanities between the
past and the future». Though the theme has been discussed for a long time it
has not lost its topicality. Moreover, its problem field is being widened show-
ing ever new facets. It is understandable: the society of social uncertainty with
its ever growing dynamics and mobility raises new and new problems, which
cannot be solved with the help of the language of old conceptual structures
and require radically new approaches. However, new knowledge itself does not
fall down from the skies; it is formed out of the multiplicity of practices and
changes along with these practices. Of course, the complexity and ambiguity
of social situations often encourage taking a different path - of simple and
unequivocal solutions, which, in the long run, turn into tragedies and catastro-
phes. We have recently seen a number of such examples.

It is not accidental that today the notion of social literacy has acquired a
new meaning. There is traditional literacy, technical literacy, computer literacy,
visual literacy. Today all these aspects of literacy are united by the concept of
social literacy or competence. Whatever a person may study, for example, at
the university s/he must be first of all socially literate. Otherwise, they and
their society find themselves oft the road. I can confidently say that differ-
ent aspects of problems of social literacy are, in fact, in the focus of the 2014
conference.

U.Beck and A. Giddens introduced the metaphor of «the runaway world»,
a social condition that is characteristic of the situation of globalization, that
describes the decline of the accepted narratives of sociality because of the
non-linear, open, absolutely ambivalent constant process of individualization,
which contradicts social institutions that are oriented towards commonal-
ity, similarity and stability. In other words, institutions that are based on the
premise of homogeneity must come to an agreement with heterogeneity that
is characteristic of the «runaway world». This is especially important for uni-
versities as social institutions that claim to preserve traditions, to serve as «an
example» and to fulfill an «educational» and even «leading» role in society.It is



exactly the numerous metaphors which try to describe the eluding world that
many of the authors in this volume work with, in fact showing us the points on
which our educational efforts should focus on.

In this case the traditional approach to education is useless. The university
must teach multiple choice in the absence of any certainty concerning its suc-
cessfulness and effectiveness. That is why the university’s new role and identity
are formed around democratization of knowledge, which means participation
of an ever growing number of actors in the social construction of reality. Using
different models of cooperation and interaction the university can pave the
way for communication between different aspects of knowledge.

Students get a lot of information in the sphere of social knowledge and
humanities outside the educational establishment. As a matter of fact, in the
conditions of globalization and medialization the whole world appears in the
individual’s home; one may say that various flows of information of different
origin intersect in it. Such practices form some new social knowledge; simulta-
neously there develops the need of highly developed competences in working
with information flows. In the long run, each individual turns into a real social
researcher; his trivial experience is not enough for everyday communication
as was the case before. Real reflexivity is required.

Undoubtedly, comprehension of this problem is connected with the cor-
relation of risk and knowledge in human activity. Knowledge and risk are in-
terrelated aspects of the process of making decisions. The specificity of the
risk-related decisions is determined by the necessity to make a choice out of
existing possibilities with the uncertainty concerning the consequences, i.e. in
the conditions of incomplete knowledge. As a result, it turns out that the key
factor is not so much the factor of truth as the ethic factor: to know means to
make the right choice in the situation of uncertainty.

Besides, one should remember that fragments of various cultures of dif-
ferent periods are present in the environment of a contemporary human. We
have some unified cosmopolitan cultural context in which a person should be
able to get his bearings and know how to do it. Even several decades ago so-
cial knowledge and humanities were dominated by various canons; one could
say that without knowing this or that a person could not be considered edu-
cated. Who would dare formulate such a canon today without fear of being
considered old-fashioned and outdated? This question is especially important
in referring to the youth environment, the generation of Internet and social
networks.

I have allowed myself to make these brief and unsystematic theoretical
notes to show those contexts and thematic fields in which the authors of this

piomaloS
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volume have been working. If one reads all the papers attentively, one will get
a broad panorama of contemporary research in social sciences and humani-
ties that in this or that way reflects the situation described above concerning
our understanding of contemporary society. Each author tackles some par-
ticular problem and gives arguments for its concrete solution, convincing or
not convincing as the case may be. When they are all collected in one volume
the papers in their polyphone give us a remarkably interesting and promising
picture of the search of new ways to the new state of the knowledge of humani-
ties and education.
